Minutes of the 48th Annual General Meeting held at Keen House, 4 Calshot Street, London, N1 on Wednesday, 19 July 2017.

1.   Apologies for Absence: J A Clarke, P Haseldine, A Henbest, P Johnson, and A J Thomas,    
2.   Minutes of the 47th AGM: These were accepted by seven votes and two abstentions.   
3.   Matters Arising: A Murray asked for the AGM minutes to be produced earlier. The Secretary will endeavour to do so.   

4.  Reports of Directors for the year ending 30th September 2016
The report of the Directors accompanying the accounts is posted on the website. H Liebner referred to Bournemouth 202, on loan to the East Anglia Transport Museum, and stated the NTA should have been advised that the vehicle had a brake defect. J Priestley asked if the NTA held spares for any repairs required to the vehicle. The Board reported there are spares held but at this stage it is unknown what parts are required. Acceptance of the reports was carried unanimously.
The Chairman, M Russell, outlined the Ellough depot project, which was expected to be ready by the end of September. Wolverhampton 654 is anticipated to be the first vehicle arriving at the depot.    

5.  Accounts for the year ended 30th September 2016 

The Treasurer, E Humphreys, reported on the accounts. The accounts were posted on the website. Sales, donations, and membership subscriptions continue to be healthy. These have been boosted by the Trolleybooks loan repayment. Funds have accumulated for vehicle restorations over the years. The Treasurer expressed his thanks to donors for sponsoring storage costs of 168, 541 and 654.   
The Treasurer expressed the thanks of the Board to A Dinkenor, the Independent Examiner. 
A Murray asked if the funds would cover unexpected repairs, which may be required to Belfast 168. Peter Price is undertaking the restoration and stated that in later years the maintenance in Belfast was not to a high standard. He is determined to see the project through to completion. 
Acceptance of the accounts was carried unanimously.   

6. Reports of Officers for the year ending 30th September 2017
Membership: D Lawrence reported that at the end of September there were 512 members, being 317 UK, 109 European and 86 “rest of the world”.  
Trolleybus Magazine.  C. Isgar (Editor) reported on Trolleybus Magazine during the year. Carl expressed thanks to P Haseldine (News Editor), A Murray and R Smith for their assistance and regular contributors to the magazine. He also thanked D Pearson for the magazine distribution. Articles and photos are always needed and welcome for the magazine. 
P Haseldine (News Editor) reported that there had been a continued flow of news and expressed his thanks to Steve Morgan in the USA and Paul van Onzen for Arnhem news. Thanks were expressed to regular contributors and the team checking news items before submission to the magazine.

The Board thanked Carl Isgar for his continued work in producing the magazine.  

Sales. P Johnson sent a report on sales. The net sales for 2016/17 were £5,189, down from £6,961 and are expected to be around £6,500 by the end of the year dependant on members purchasing from the NTA. There was expenditure on overseas publications and the sales database is expanding. The Board thanked Philip Johnson and his sales team for all their efforts.   

London Meetings. J Parkin gave his report on London meetings. The attendance cost is now £2.50 per member per meeting. Attendances are steady. The Board expressed their thanks to J Parkin for organising the meetings. 
Trolleybooks. M Russell gave his report on Trolleybooks, this being a joint NTA/BTS organisation. Trolleybooks and the LRTA are jointly producing two books on Wolverhampton, the first covering trams and early trolleybuses and the second solely on the later trolleybuses. It is expected that the first book will be ready within the next few weeks and be on sale in six to eight weeks. Future titles are Walsall, Glasgow, R Box’s “What Might Have Been”, Italian Trolleybus Exports and a revised edition of “1812 – A Trolley Retrieved”. D Hall is preparing a second edition of Reading Trolleybuses, much enlarged, for publication in connection with the 50th anniversary of the system closure, which is to be marked by a local event. D Bowler is preparing a revised second edition of Bournemouth Trolleybuses for publication in connection with the 50th anniversary of the system closure in April 2019. The cash flow for Trolleybooks will be closely monitored.

Vehicles.  In the absence of a Vehicles Officer, the vehicle situation was outlined by M Russell as follows: - 
Bournemouth 202.  Remains at East Anglia Transport Museum, Carlton Colville under a loan agreement.  

Belfast 168.  The vehicle is at Keighley Bus Museum where Peter Price is undertaking the full restoration on behalf of the NTA.  

Hastings 45.  Remains in secure storage at Raunds, Northamptonshire. 
Wolverhampton 654.  Is in storage at Ashton, Northamptonshire.  
Huddersfield 541.  Remains at Sandtoft. An aluminium strip has come adrift and it is hoped that Sandtoft will undertake the needed repair when they have staff available.    
7. Election of Director 
E Humphreys stood for re-election as Treasurer. He was proposed by C Isgar, seconded by R Box and carried unanimously, there being no proxy votes against.  

8. Election of Director 
D Lawrence stood for re-election. He was proposed by C Isgar, seconded by A Murray and carried unanimously, there being no proxy votes against. 

9. Appointment of Independent Examiner 

A Dinkenor was willing to stand as Independent Examiner of the accounts. His re-appointment was proposed by R Box, seconded by P Sutherland and carried unanimously, there being no proxy votes against.  
10. Any Other Business. 

John Parkin asked, on behalf of M Keeping, where members’ trolleybus films should be kept. It was suggested that he be directed to the Online Transport Archive.

The Chairman thanked members for attending the AGM.
